2-Day Landscape and Basic Digital Photography. 

Monday 29
th 
– Tuesday 30

th
  October   

 
This course will be ideal for beginners and those with a little more experience in photography, but wish to 

improve their technique and progress further in their understanding of the whole photographic process. 

 

Course Objectives 
 

Experienced professional photographer and tutor, Graham Light LBIPP will take you through the basics of 

digital imaging and capture, exploring the various controls and settings on your cameras to ensure you know 

how to use them to your advantage enabling you to capture quality images of this fantastic landscape. 

 

We will take advantage of this beautiful area and find good vantage points for you start capturing your 

images. You will be guided through the whole aspect of composition, using the light, filters, types of lenses, 

depth of field, file formats etc. Graham will be on hand to assist you as required. You will have plenty of 

opportunity for questions and one to one discussions with your tutor. 

 

On returning to our base we will download images and review them, then link in with file handling, storage 

etc.  

 

We use Nikon equipment, but have knowledge of the majority of cameras on the market. It is essential that 

you do bring your handbooks with you as each manufacturer has it’s own peculiar way of changing menus. 

 

At the end of the course you should:  

¶ Be more familiar with your equipment 

¶ Have a greater understanding of digital technology and  

¶ Have greater confidence in your ability to capture stunning images that reflect a strong composition, 

using both the light and mood of the scene. 

 

 

  

  



 

3- Day Landscape and Digital Photography.

Whilst much of the content will be similar to the 2 day course, we will aim to make the image capture more 

challenging and will ideally suit more seasoned photographers who wish to improve further their skills and 

understanding. 
 

Course Objectives 
 

We will look further into many of the technical aspects that will improve your skills level. We will spend 

much more time (mainly on the third day) looking at image manipulation using Photoshop CS2 as our basic 

programme.  Looking at such things as curves, levels, colour correction, conversion to Black & White, layers, 

cropping, image output etc. 
 

At the end of the course you should: be able to use the knowledge gained to embark on more challenging 

photographic projects enabling you to produce your own stunning and emotive images from any given 

landscape – images that you would be proud to hang on your walls at home and even to offer in the market 

place. 

 

Equipment etc. Recommended for Both Courses: 
 

¶ Digital camera and manual (film cameras are also welcome) 

¶ Tripod or mono pod if you have one (we will have a couple available to borrow if you don’t).  

¶ Feel free to bring your own laptop if you wish.  

¶ A means of storing images or plenty of memory cards!  

¶ Waterproof clothing and suitable walking shoes or boots.  

¶ Transport to your ‘outdoor studio’ will be in your own vehicle or shared with another delegate 

 

Please be advised that you will be responsible for your own equipment and insurance is highly 

recommended. 
 

Summary 
 

Both of these courses will be very practical and are aimed specifically at ensuring you continue to enjoy your 

photography both as a hobby and possibly as a way to generate income.

Biography of Graham Light LBIPP 
 

When Graham Light boarded a light aircraft back in 1976, his career took off in a new direction. Until that 

life-changing moment, Graham had worked as a personnel officer for an insurance company. But he shared 

the £50 cost of the flight with an aeroplane fan, took a series of photographs from high altitude, and sold them 

at a profit. As a result, Graham gave up his desk job and began a career in photography which has resulted in 

his Studio taking official snaps of the Queen, Prince Charles and Princess Di, along with celebrities such as 

Cliff Richard, Ken Dodd and Suzi Quatro.  

He has also experienced some alarming moments, such as the time both the bride and bridegroom fainted in 

quick succession while he was working at their wedding.  

Graham, a member of the British Institute of Professional Photographers, runs an agency in the Cotswolds 

town of Cirencester, but his work has been published throughout the world. After switching to digital 

photography in 2000, Graham embarked on a new branch of his career, teaching enthusiasts how to take 

pictures to a commercial standard. Graham, married with two grown-up children, travels extensively 

capturing images for photographic libraries. He is currently working on a project to record the changing 

seasons at the National Arboretum at Westonbirt, Glos, for a coffee table book. Graham is also a distance-

learning tutor for students wanting a Diploma in Professional Photography.  

 

The Lantern Pike Inn
